RESOLUTION 2011-0207

“Adoption of Municipal Association 2011-2012 Legislative Agenda”

WHEREAS, cities and towns in South Carolina are the government closest to the people
providing the core services residents and businesses demand for a high quality of life;

WHEREAS, residents and businesses want their local city and town councils to have the
flexibility to make decisions that are best for their communities while also being held
accountable by their residents to spend wisely and govern locally;

WHEREAS, the flexibility for cities and towns to use their scarce dollars in challenging
economic times can come from targeted changes in state law;

WHEREAS, on December 14, 2010, the Municipal Association board of directors
approved the 2011-2012 legislative agenda that supports local elected leaders making
decisions based on local needs and priorities;

WHEREAS, the legislative agenda is based around three legislative principles of
promoting economic growth, enhancing a positive quality of life, and encouraging local
accountability and fiscal responsibility that support the core functions of government that
cities and towns provide;

WHEREAS, enclave annexation, municipal capital project sales tax, millage cap
flexibility and codes enforcement are the four major legislative issues that local elected
leaders determined can have the greatest impact on their hometowns;

WHEREAS, the agenda also focuses on fiscal, economic development, infrastructure and
public safety issues that are important to cities and towns of all sizes and in all parts of
the state;

WHEREAS, the Town/City of West Pelzer fully supports the agenda set forth by the
Municipal Association of SC board of directors for cities and towns to govern locally for
residents;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Council of the Town/City of West Pelzer
affirms on this day, February 7, 2011, its support for the Municipal Association’s 201 1-
2012 legislative agenda to direct more local decision making to the local elected officials
that govern the state’s 270 cities and towns.

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE LOCAL MATCH FOR THE CDBG
COMMUNITY INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECT APPLICATION

WHEREAS, an opportunity exists for the Town of West Pelzer to improve the quality of
life of its residents, and eliminate a health and safety problem caused by old and
deteriorated water lines, by applying for a Community Infrastructure Grant through the
Community Development Block Grant Program from the SC Department of Commerce,
and

WHEREAS; the Community Infrastructure Grant would be used to upgrade water lines
in the Town of West Pelzer, and

WHEREAS, the Town of West Pelzer must commit a minimum of 10% of the
Community Development Block Grant as a local cash match in order to receive a
Community Infrastructure Grant:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Town of West Pelzer will
commit to a $52,500 local cash match to be used to pay for engineering services
associated with the project, if the Community Development Block Grant is awarded to
the Town of West Pelzer.

Ordinance #2011-0411.1
“REGULATING OUTDOOR STORAGE OF JUNK AND JUNK VEHICLES”

Section 1: Purpose

The purpose of this Ordinance is to protect the public health, safety and well-being, and to
promote the responsible use of resources and protection of the environment by regulating the
outdoor storage of junk and junk motor vehicles.

Section 2: Definitions

“Abandon” means to leave without claimed ownership for 30 days or more.

“Highway” means any highway, road, street, or other public way, regardless of classification.
“Household appliance” means any range, stove, refrigerator, washing machine, clothes dryer,
water pump, power tool and the like.

“Junk” means old or discarded scrap copper, brass, iron, steel or other metals, or materials
including but not limited to tires, household appliances, furniture, rope, rags, batteries, glass,
rubber debris, waste, trash, construction debris, plumbing fixtures, or any discarded,
dismantled, wrecked, scrapped, or ruined motor vehicle or parts thereof. Any of the above items
used in an agricultural operation are excluded from this definition.

“Junkyard” means any place of outdoor storage or deposit which is maintained, operated or
used in connection with a business for storing, keeping, processing, buying or selling junk or as a
scrap metal processing facility. “Junkyard” also means any place of outdoor storage or deposit,
not in connection with a business, which is maintained or used for storing or keeping four of
more junk motor vehicles that are visible from any portion of a public highway. It does not mean
a garage where wrecked or disabled motor vehicles are stored for less than 90 days for
inspection or repairs.

“Junk motor vehicle” means a discarded, dismantled, wrecked, scrapped or ruined motor vehicle
or parts thereof, an unregistered motor home not connected to water and/or sewer, or a
vehicle other than on-premise utility vehicle which is allowed to remain unregistered for a
period of thirty (30) days from the date of discovery.

“Traveled way” means that portion of a public highway designed for the movement of a motor
vehicle, shoulders, and roadside parking, rest, observation areas, and other areas immediately
adjacent and contiguous to the traveled portion of the roadway.

“Abutting property owner” means any person or persons, corporation or other entity that owns,
leases, or in any other way uses or controls the real property abutting any portion of the
property of another.

“Motor vehicle” means any vehicle propelled or drawn by power other than muscular power,
including trailers. Functional vehicles and equipment used for agricultural and construction
operations are excluded from this definition.

Section 3: Requirements



It shall be unlawful to place, discard, or abandon junk or two or more junk motor vehicles in a
place where it is visible from the traveled way of a highway or Town road, or where it is visible
to an abutting landowner from that portion of the abutter’s land used on a regular basis. Any
such item so placed, discarded, or abandoned is hereby declared to be a public nuisance. All
junkyards, scrap yards, and places of outdoor storage of junk shall be effectively screened from
public view by a fence or vegetation at least eight (8) feet in height. Any fence shall be of sound
construction and of solid vertical board or ‘stockade’ type construction, and shall be maintained
neatly and in good repair. Such a fence shall not be used for advertising signs or other displays
that are visible from the main traveled way of a highway. Any vegetation used for screening
shall be of sufficient density so that it effectively screens the area from view. Failure to provide
screening as required herein shall be considered a violation of this ordinance.

Section 4: Enforcement and Penalties

“The owner and/or occupant of the land shall correct any violation of this ordinance within ten (10)
days of receipt of written notice from the Town of West Pelzer of any such violation. If the owner
and/or occupant fails to make the necessary corrections to bring the property within compliance
with this ordinance within the ten (10) day time period to make such correction, then any such
violation shall constitute a misdemeanor, and upon conviction, the offender may be punished in
the municipal court by incarceration of up to 30 days, or payment of a fine of up to $500.00, or
both. Every day that any such violation remains uncorrected after the expiration of the 10-day
time period in which to correct the violation shall constitute a separate offense. A uniform traffic
ticket may be used for the citation of any offense under this ordinance.”

Ordinance #2011-0726
“Amendment to Ordinance# 2010-0208"

The purpose of this ordinance is to amend Ordinance# 201 0-0208, first paragraph of
Section 5 Regular Election Dates and Notice

Regular elections for the offices of mayor and members of council shall be held in odd
numbered years on the first (1) Tuesday in November. The winner for office of mayor
shall be the candidate with the highest vote totals, and winners for office of members of
council shall be the candidates with the hi ghest vote totals. A run-off election will only
be held in the event of a tie vote.

Also, this ordinance will amend the title of Section 6 Filing Statement of Candidacy (or

Petition) to remove petition. This amendment is necessary to cause the title to reflect the
contents of Section 6.
